Abstract

The Greenbelt as formulated by Ebenezer Howard a century ago has been and remains a
fundamental element of British urban planning. It was extensively used in post World War 2
urbanisation and was implemented around many UK cities. Through an examination of the Oxford
Greenbelt this study questions its current value despite its continuing vigorous support by public
opinion and political parties. It is suggested that it displaces rather than stops development and
has had major negative impacts on the environment including traffic congestion, pollution, and
even public health so that it ought to be replaced by other macroforms of development.
